Living in Light of the End, Part 1 – Daniel 12:1-4
Main Idea: God’s people should pursue faithfulness and fruitfulness in light of what we are told about how He will sovereignly bring history to an end. 
I. Take comfort in God’s protection. (Daniel 12:1)
A. God’s people are promised protection “at that time.”
B. God’s people are promised protection by the archangel Michael.
1.  He is the “chief” angel. (see Jude 9)
2.  His name means “one who is like God.”
3.  He is more powerful than Satan. (see Rev. 12:7-8)
4.  He is charged with the protection of God’s people.
II. Be ready to endure persecution. (Daniel 12:1)
A. God’s people should be ready to endure persecution in every age, not just the end. (see 2 Tim. 3:12)
B. At the time of the end, the persecution will be more intense than ever before. (see Mark 13:19) 
C. Thankfully, this time will be brief. (see Matt. 24:21-22)
III. Make a reservation to be rescued. (Daniel 12:1)
A. The only way to be rescued is to be one of God’s people. (see Eph. 2:11-16; Gal. 3:28-29; Rom. 2:28-29)
B. The only way to be one of God’s people is to have your name written in the Lamb’s Book of Life. (see Rev. 20:12, 15; 21:27) 
IV. Hope in the resurrection. (Daniel 12:2)
A. There are two resurrections. (see Rev. 20:4-6)
B. Those in the first resurrection are blessed with eternal life.
C. Those in the second resurrection face everlasting torment.
D. You will be in one of these two resurrections.
V. Produce the fruit of evangelism. (Daniel 12:3)
VI. Increase your understanding of God’s Word. (Daniel 12:4)
A. God has given us His unchanging Word full of wisdom.
B. Most people will ignore God’s Word.
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
