Main Idea: Though Jesus is pleased with our obedience, He is jealous for hearts that maintain a devoted love for Him that fuels good works.

I. See Christ Jesus in His glory (Rev. 2:1).
A. He holds us in His hand.
B. He walks among us.
II. Jesus knows what we get right (Rev. 2:2-3, 6).
A. He knows our deeds (2:2-3).
B. He knows our doctrine (2:2). (See Rev. 2:14-15)
III. Jesus knows when our love has grown cold (Rev. 2:4). 
A. The problem is serious.
B. The problem is entirely our fault. 
IV. Follow the Lord’s plan of correction (2:5).
A. Remember from where you have fallen. 
B. Repent of your sin. 
C. Return to deeds of love. 
D. Failure to follow this plan will bring judgement.
V. Look forward to the victory of persevering faith (2:7). 
A. We can conquer by perseverance.
1. The victory has been won by Christ on the cross. (see Rev. 5:5-6)
2. The victory will be won when He returns. (see Rev. 19:19-20)
3. Overcoming then is participation in His victory through faith. 
B. We will receive access to the tree of life for our perseverance.
		1. Access was denied in the Garden of Eden.
		2. Access will be granted in the eternal kingdom.
		3. Access is granted by another tree. (see Gal. 3:13-14)
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
