Main Idea: We must remain faithful to Christ without compromising the truth or morality.
I. Jesus will judge those who compromise the truth. (Rev. 2:12) (see Matt. 10:28) 
II. Jesus commends those who remain faithful. (Rev. 2:13)
A. We must be faithful in a hostile culture. (see Eph. 6:12) 
B. We must hold tight to the name of Jesus, even if it seems we stand alone. 
III. Jesus condemns those who compromise the truth. (Rev. 2:14-15)
A. We must not compromise on doctrine. (see Num. 25:1-3; 31:16)
B. We must not compromise on morality. (see 1 Cor. 5:6-7)
IV. Jesus warns compromisers of judgement. (Rev. 2:16)
A. Jesus calls compromisers to repentance. 
B. Jesus warns compromisers of judgement.
1.  It will happen “quickly.”
2.  It will be against “them.” 
V. Jesus rewards those who overcome through faith. (Rev. 2:17)
A. You will be nourished. 
1.  He will nourish us now with spiritual food. (see John 6:48-51)
2.  He will nourish us in His final kingdom. 
B. You will be received. 
C. You will be known. 
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
