Main Idea: When Jesus seeks and finds you it brings about major changes in your life.
Key Word: Let’s look at some changes brought about when Jesus seeks and saves a lost person.
I. You develop a childlike attitude toward Jesus. (Luke 19:2-4)
A. You want to know about Jesus. 
B. You are untroubled by a concern for dignity. 
C. You don’t mind asking for help. (see Matt. 18:1-4)
II. You realize that in spite of all seeking, it is Jesus who finds you. (Luke 19:3a, 5)
A. No one naturally seeks God. (see Rom. 3:10-11) 
B. When someone is “seeking” it is a work of the Holy Spirit. (see John 6:44)
III. You experience the joy of receiving Jesus. (Luke 19:6)
A. The joy is immediate.
B. The host becomes the guest. 
IV. You realize not everyone will be happy. (Luke 19:7)
V. You bring forth the fruit of repentance. (Luke 19:8)
A. Regeneration brings about repentance. (see 2 Cor. 5:17)
B. Repentance expresses itself with fruit. (see Matt. 3:8) 
VI. You go from spiritual poverty to spiritual riches. (Luke 19:9-10)
A. Salvation comes through the spiritual bankruptcy process of faith. (see Matt. 5:3; Gal. 3:7) 
B. Spiritual riches are provided because Jesus became poor to seek the lost. (see 2 Cor. 8:9)
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
