The Finishing of God’s Wrath, Part 1 – Revelation 15:1-8
Main Idea: God will one day display his glory by pouring out his wrath on his enemies.
I. God’s wrath will be finished. (Rev. 15:1)
A. A great and wondrous sign. 
B. A sign of deliverance for the saints. 
C. A sign of judgment for the lost. 
II. God’s glory will be worshiped. (Rev. 15:2-4)
A. We will worship in victory before God’s throne. (Rev. 15:2) (see 1 Cor. 15:51-52; 1 Thess. 4:16-17)
B. We will sing a song of deliverance. (Rev. 15:3-4). (We will not look at them today, but the Songs of Moses are found in Ex. 15:1-19 & Dt. 31:30-32:43)
1.  We will praise God for his great and marvelous works. (15:3) 
2.  We will praise God for his righteous and true ways. (15:3)
3.  We will praise God for his sovereignty over the nations. (15:3)
4.  We will praise God for incomparability. (15:4)
1. He is holy.
2. All the nations will worship him.
3. His righteous deeds have been revealed.
III. God’s glory and power will be displayed. (Rev. 15:5-8)
A. God’s presence will be revealed. (15:5)
B. God’s wrath will be mediated by angels. (15:6-7)
C. God’s wrath poured out is an act of worship. (15:8) (see Ex. 40:34-35; 1 Kings 8:10-11; Isa. 6:3-4; Ezek. 10:2-4)
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
