A. Is still a babe in Christ. (1 Cor. 3:1) 
B. Must be fed with milk, not the meat of the Word. (1 Cor. 3:2) (see Heb. 5:12-14; James 1:22-25) 
C. Is controlled by the flesh. (1 Cor. 3:3-4)

A. Ministers are servants. (1 Cor. 3:5)
1. Are instruments of God. 
2. Can serve only as God gifts and calls.
B. Ministers are nothing compared to God. (1 Cor. 3:6-7)
1. One plants, another waters. 
2. God alone causes growth and is worthy of being followed. 
C. Ministers are one – equal in God’s eyes. (1 Cor. 3:8)
1. Both he who plants and he who waters. 
2. Each is personally responsible to God.
D. Ministers are co-workers with God. (1 Cor. 3:9)
1. God’s fellow workers are we.
2. God’s field are you. 
3. God’s building are you.
