Two Roads Diverged at the Foot of the Cross - Luke 23:39-43
Main Idea: The death of Jesus on the cross compels every person to make an unavoidable choice about your eternal destination.
I. You, along with the rest of fallen humanity, are on the road to ruin until you reach the foot of the cross. (Luke 23:40-41)
A. It is a road of culpability. (Luke 23:41, see also Rom. 2:14-15; 7:15-16)
1. You know God’s Law. 
2. You break God’s Law. 
B. It is a road of corruption. (Luke 23:41)
C. It is a road of condemnation. (Luke 23:40-41, see Rev. 21:27)
D. It is a road that ends with an unavoidable choice. Death is what forces us to make a choice. 
II. You may choose the road of rejection. (Luke 23:39-40) 
A. Choose this road by going along with the crowd. (Luke 23:39) 
B. Choose this road by thinking only of this present life. (Luke 23:39) 
C. Choose this road by not fearing God. (Luke 23:40, see also Rom. 3:18) 
III. You may choose the road of redemption.
A. Choose this road by confessing the justness of the punishment you deserve. (Luke 23:40-41a, see Mt. 5:3) 
B. Choose this road by seeing yourself in the light of the righteousness of Jesus. (Luke 23:41b) 
C. Choose this road by turning to Jesus as Savior and King. (Luke 23:42, see Ps. 25:11)
D. Choose this road by receiving the gracious promise of eternal life.
1. The promise is delivered promptly – “today.”
2. The promise is one of continued personality – “you.”
3. The promise is to be in Jesus’ presence – “will be with me.”
4. The promise is of a real place – “paradise.”
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
