The Grace of Church Discipline – 1 Corinthians 5:1-13
Main Idea: Church discipline is a means of grace for restoring sinning church members to Christ and keeping the church’s witness to the world unstained.
I. Church discipline is vitally important. (1 Cor. 5:1-2)

A. It creates scandal for the individual when missing.

B. It creates a greater scandal for the church when missing.


II. Church discipline is an instrument of God’s grace. (1 Cor. 5:3-8)

A. It is good for the individual. (1 Cor. 5:3-5) 

B. It is good for the church. (1 Cor. 5:6-8)


III. The grace of church discipline is only available to church members. (1 Cor. 5:9-13)
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
