Psalm 78:1-8
Main Idea: Fathers should tell the next generation what the Bible teaches about God and his salvation in order to warn them against sin and encourage them to entrust their entire lives to Jesus Christ.
I. How you prepare yourself to pass the Gospel to the next generation. (Psalm 78:1-3)
A. Pay special attention to God’s Word. (Ps. 78:1; see also Ps. 1:1-6)
B. Dig beneath the surface for the hidden treasures of God’s Word. (Ps. 78:2) 
C. Continue traditions that will pass the Gospel to the next generation. (Ps. 78:3) 
II. How you pass the Gospel to the next generation. (Ps. 78:4)
A. Do not hide the Gospel from them. (Ps. 78:4a, see Dt. 6:4-9)
B. Teach them to praise the Lord. (Ps. 78:4b)
C. Teach them who God is. (Ps. 78:4c) 
D. Teach them what God has done. (Ps. 78:4d) 
III. What you hope to accomplish by passing the Gospel to the next generation. (Ps. 78:5-8)
A. That they would also pass the Gospel to the next generation. (Ps. 78:5) 
B. That they would know God with their minds. (Ps. 78:6) 
C. That they would trust God with their hearts. (Ps. 78:7a)
D. That they would obey God with their lives. (Ps. 78:7b-8)
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
