Love Your Body – 1 Corinthians 6:12-20
Main Idea: Your spiritual life cannot be separated from your material body. Rather than being spiritually irrelevant, the body is the sphere of worship—a place for God’s presence to be revealed.
I. Your body is to be governed by the principles of Christian liberty. (1 Cor. 6:12; 10:23) (see also Rom. 6:14)
A. Do only what is beneficial. (1 Cor. 6:12a)
B. Do nothing that enslaves. (1 Cor. 6:12b) 
C. Do what builds up others. (1 Cor. 10:23) 
II. Your body has a destiny. (1 Cor. 6:13-14)
A. The appetites that characterize this world will not persist into the world that is coming, but your body will.
B. Your body is for the Lord.
C. The Lord is for the body.
III. Your body is a member of Christ. (1 Cor. 6:15-18)
A. Hear the first argument against sexual immorality: (1 Cor. 6:15-17)
1. The bodies of Christians are members of Christ himself.
2. Sexual intercourse unites two human beings as taught by Gen. 2:24.
3. Sexually immorality, therefore, unites members of Christ in immoral relationships. 
B. Heed the command to avoid sexual immorality. (1 Cor. 6:18)
IV. Your body is for glorifying God. (1 Cor. 6:19-20) 2nd argument
A. Your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, which is the dwelling place of God’s glory. 
B. Your body is not your own; it was bought at a great price. (See 1 Pet. 1:18-19) 
C. Therefore, glorify God with your body. 
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
