Running to Win – 1 Corinthians 9:24-27
Main Idea: Living in a way that wins others to Christ and earns an eternal reward requires considerable effort at self-control.
I. The contest: Run in such a way that you may win the prize. (1 Cor. 9:24, 25b)
A. You can win the prize. (1 Cor. 9:24) 
B. The prize is imperishable. (1 Cor. 9:25b, see 1 Pet. 1:3-5) 
II. The conditioning: Running to win requires considerable effort. (1 Cor. 9:25-27a)
A. Running to win will consume your entire life. (1 Cor. 9:25a)
B. Running to win will give your life purpose. (1 Cor. 9:26)
1. Aim for the prize. (1 Cor. 9:26a) 
2. Don’t waste effort on things that don’t matter. (1 Cor. 9:26b; see also 2 Tim. 2:4)
C. Running to win requires self-discipline. (1 Cor. 9:27a; see Rom. 6:12-14)
III. The concern: Run so that you do not get disqualified. (1 Cor. 9:27b; see 1 Cor. 3:11-15)
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
